Directions:

1) Think of a fundraising event that a club or organization could use to earn money.  Survey parents, friends and neighbors to find what price they’d be willing to pay for the product or service. 
a) Do research to find out what kind of supplies or equipment you would need to 

     get started and the cost of these items. 

           b) Decide what to charge customers for the service or product.  Make sure the

                 price is fair. (People won’t spend $20 for a cookie.)       
           c) Write a rule for the total profit earned as a function of the number of  

                customers (items) n.  Choose a profit goal.  
           d) How many customers do you need to reach the profit goal?  Explain.
           e) Create a table and graph to display data, labeling the intercepts and profit goal.   

           f)  Determine the number of customers needed to break even.  Explain the 
    meaning of the x- and y-intercepts in the context of this fundraising event.
2) Write a report describing the fundraiser.  Include a discussion of how you will generate income, what your expenses will be and the profit you’d like to make.  Assimilate the results of your research items 1a – 1f into your report.

3) Create a flyer to advertise the fundraiser.  Make sure you include contact information, dates and times, and a description of the fundraiser and charity within the flyer.
